Stained-Glass Many of my customers order two of the stained-glass at a time. One to burn
and one to admire for its beauty. They are made with discarded or unused wax of many different
colors and scents. | then pour translucent wax over the carefully placed chunks of wax which when
cooled is reminiscent of a stained-glass window of a church. | only add a small amount of vanilla
scent to the whole candle. Once the candle starts to burn you'll notice that there are many more
scents to enjoy! Large pillars and half pillars available.

Chakra Developed from a combination of stained-glass and chunk candles, | start by making scented solid colored cubes
of wax from the seven main chakra colors. Beginning with the sacral chakra color red, | arrange them artfully in a pillar mold,
and work my way up to the top chakra color, indigo. | then pour a translucent wax with a light vanilla or cinnamon scent over
the cubes of wax to fill the container. A sprinkle of gold elegantly tops off the completed candle. They are not only beautiful to
look at but are designed for healing each chakra. Only large pillars available.
